Luke Falcons men’s varsity soccer team captain

The Luke Falcons men’s varsity soccer team is starting the season 
strong. They came into Sunday’s game with a 1-0 record, having 
defeated “The Flight” 4-1 Oct. 7.   

Squaring off against the Peoria Sand Sharks, the Falcons struck 
early when Hector Cardona scored one minute into the game. The team 
continued their offensive pressure while denying the Sand Sharks a 
goal in the fi rst half. About 25 minutes into the game, the Falcons got 
their second goal from Benjamin OpareAbetia on a breakaway run.

Down 0-2 at half time, the Sand Sharks came out strong in the 

second half and scored early to cut the lead to 2-1. Although they 
kept their offensive pressure up, the Falcons’ defense clamped down 
and shut them out for most of the second half, while the offense 
exploded with four consecutive goals; two made by Raymond Estes 
and one each by Hector Cardona and Eric Boateng. 

The Sand Sharks scored their only other goal of the game off a 
penalty kick with fi ve minutes left in the game. The penalty was a 
result of a hard tackle in the penalty box, for which sweeper Jose 
Negron received a yellow card. 

The win improved the Falcons’ record 2-0. They are scheduled to 
face their long-time nemesis, the Banat Scorpions, Sunday at 11 a.m. 
at Rio Vista Park on Thunderbird Road and Rio Vista Boulevard.
